Charter of Mandarin United Society





The registered name of the society is "Mandarin United Society" (hereinafter ‘the Society’) in English and "普通话体育会" in Chinese. The purpose of the Society is for sports, other recreational and charitable activities. The Society also promotes mandarin. The Society is a non-profit and non-political organization. Any views of a political nature expressed by any member of the Society shall represent his or her personal views only and shall not represent the views of the Society whatsoever.





The Society shall consist of members who are willing to abide by the "Society Regulations" and approved by the "Executive Committee". The Executive Committee shall have the right to terminate the membership of any member without any refund of the membership fees already paid by such member.





The Executive Committee shall have the authority to make all decisions for the Society. The Executive Committee may, as it deems appropriate and necessary, consult the members of the Society when making important decisions for the Society. The Executive Committee shall consist of seven members initially, the number of its members may, however, vary. The initial members shall be CHONG Yik-Chung, Martin JIANG, Dingding KUOK, Tady LIN, Hong SHI, Michael WU and ZHOU Rong. The committee members shall consult with one another when making decisions. In the event the committee members differ in their opinions, the opinion of the majority of the committee members shall prevail. There shall be of no time limit to the committee members' appointment. In the event a committee member wishes to resign or becomes incapable of performing his/her duties as a committee member, the rest of the committee shall elect a new member as the replacement and announce to the Society of such replacement. The announcement shall be deemed to have amended this charter with respect to the identities of the committee members.





All sports, recreational and charitable events (including relevant venues, facilities, equipment, and so on) organised, arranged, recommended, or reserved by the Society (including relevant committee members and their delegates) are charitable services rendered to the members of the Society. All members of the Society (and the persons with them) partaking or spectating such events (including use of relevant venues, facilities, equipment, and interaction with other persons) are all deemed voluntary acts. All members of the Society (and the persons with them) should acquire a good knowledge of the potential damage and/or losses that may be caused by such events (including use of relevant venues, facilities, equipment, and interaction with other persons) and they should decide voluntarily whether to partake and/or spectate such events; they should also be responsible for all the consequences of their decisions. The Society (including relevant committee members and their delegates) shall in no event be held liable for any risks or consequences aforementioned. When a person becomes a member of the Society, he/she has agreed (and is deemed to have agreed) to irrevocably and unconditionally relinquish all his/her rights to sue the Society (including relevant committee members and their delegates) for damage, redress or such claims, if any, arising from the risks aforementioned.
